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Immigration Enforcement
IF YOU ARE APPROACHED BY SOMEONE ASKING YOU
FOR INFORMATION ABOUT A STUDENT OR EMPLOYEE: 

Know 
your 
rights

Do not provide them with any information about
students or staff. You are not authorized to release
information about students or staff. This includes
identifying students in a course.  
Ask the individual who they are. 
Ask them who they represent. If they say
immigration or any law enforcement agency, get
their name and credential, and escort them to the
Office of the President, or ask NVC police to do so.  
Be polite and professional, and do not lie
to immigration or law enforcement
officer or agent.

You can say: 
“California law and campus administrative
policies do not authorize me to share student or
employee information. I will need to connect you
with the Office of the President of this campus.”
